Radio-thon Generates over $350,000 for Children’s Cancer Association
The 28-hour radio marathon on Entercom Radio’s 105.1 The Buzz
receives an outpouring of community support
The second annual radio marathon to raise funds for the Portland-based Children’s Cancer Association (CCA) took place February 8-9, 2007 on Entercom Radio’s 105.1 The Buzz, and response far exceeded organizers’ goals. The 28-hour radio marathon, which aired live from 6am on February 8 through 10am on February 9, raised $350,000, which was $150,000 more than expected.
Every dollar raised goes to the non-profit Children’s Cancer Association, which provides programs and services to seriously ill children and their families.

The radio-thon, officially titled “Early Valentine’s Day for CCA on 105.1 The Buzz,” continued non-stop for 28 hours in the Portland Entercom studios. Radio personalities Nelson, Terry and Teri Ann, along with CCA founder Regina Ellis, entertained and energized listeners for the full 28-hour on-air event, and kept donation phones ringing in the volunteer room at the Entercom complex. Children who have battled cancer and other serious illnesses were invited into the studio to be interviewed on-air, and their stories of hope and courage proved inspirational to many radio listeners. When the radio-thon was finished, donations by phone or email totaled just over $350,000.
A portion of the donation proceeds came from auction items that were offered on-air during the 105.1 The Buzz  radio-thon. The most notable auction item was a 2007 Honda Accord Sedan donated by Parker Johnstone’s Wilsonville Honda.  Mr. Johnstone is a longtime supporter of CCA, but he offered the car donation as a surprise gift, right at the start of the on-air radio-thon. The Honda Accord was auctioned off for $22,000, all of which went directly to CCA.
The Children’s Cancer Association offers programs and services to seriously ill children and their families free of charge. Programs include the Chemo Pal Mentor program for children undergoing treatment, Music Rx, which brings music programs directly to hospitalized children, and the DreamCatcher Wish program, which grants wishes to children and provides family support. CCA receives no federal or state funds; every dollar received comes from individuals, businesses and foundation grants.
